DOCTOR ADMITS FRAUD

His Guilty Plea Halts Trial in
Kings Insurance Case

Dr. Severio Bonta, a physician,
of 124 Senator Street, Brooklyn,
one of fifty-three persons arrested
in 1936 in connection with an insur-
ance fraud, interrupted his trial
yesterday before Kings County
Judge William O'Dwyer and a jury
and pleaded guilty to filing a false
proof of loss in support of a claim
for life insurance. He was re-
manded for sentence.

Dr. Bonta was accused of issuing
a false death certificate in which
gastrointestinal influenza was giv-
en as the cause of death for Fred-
erick E. Bottger, who died on Jan.
25, 1935, at 467 Pacific Street,
Brooklyn, of cancer. Another man
had impersonated Bottger in health
examinations for insurance policies
totaling $80,000. Fifty of the de-
fendants pleaded guilty or were
convicted and accusations against
three others were dismissed.

Mr. Mor-
gan admitted that a 10 per cent in-
crease in food costs had taken place
since war began, but said that this
had been reduced to about 5 per
cent, which, he explained, was ‘'a
normal seasonal rise” for this time
of the year. The fifty inspectors of
the department, he added, will ba
constantly on th. watch to spot
food profiteering, he asserted.
