2,875 FACE JOB LOSS
IN CRAMP SHIPYARDS

Special to Trx New Yorx Toves,
PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 13—
H. B. Rossell, president of the
Cramp Shipbuilding Company, an-
nounced today that due to the cut-
back of Navy shipbuilding con-
tracts it would be necessary with-
in a few weeks to lay off 2,875 of
the company’s 11,500 employes.

He said that company would try
to prevent further layoffs by re-
ducing working hours for certain
employes, with corresponding re-
ductions in pay. The company
also asked the workers to volun-
teer to be laid off and 300 resigned
this afternoon. All were given
twenty hours’ pay.

In Camden, N. J,, John Green,
international president of the In-
dustrial Union of Marine and Ship-
building Workers, CIO, said that
he had sent a telegram to Presi-
dent Truman, protesting the cut-
back.
